SHECHEN MONASTERY

The first Shechen monastery, Orgyen Chodzong, was founded by
the Ist Shechen Rabjam Rinpoche, Tenpe Gyaltsen, in eastern
Tibet in 1698. The 2nd Shechen Rabjam Rinpoche, Gyurme
Kunzang Namgyal, established Shechen Tennyi Dhargye Ling in
1735. In 1980, HH Kyabje Dilgo Khyentse Rinpoche reestablished
Shechen Tennyi Dhargye Ling in Nepal and started the monastic
community to preserve and promote the study and practice of
satra and tantric Buddhist teachings, artistic skills and Shechen’s
traditions and transmissions. In 1989, HH the 7th Shechen Rabjam
Rinpoche established the Shechen Institute in Kathmandu which

continues to be a center of excellence for Nyingma scholarship.
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
